DROPS Assembly Guidebook



SUMMARY:

This guidebook is intended to serve as a resource and framework for future assemblies
and career fairs put on by the high schools responsible for carrying out the DROPS
Education and Outreach grant requirements, and/or any other schools interested in

creating their own assembly to educate students, faculty, and administrators about local

environmental impacts and actionable solutions.

PRE-ASSEMBLY

1. Pick a name + date for your assembly

a. The name ADROPSO will be unknown to mos
more interesting, and chosen by the students themselves, is
recommended. i.e. A__ _(High School Nam
you!

b. Choose a date (and two back-up
dates for your assembly) to take
forward to the administration for
approval. Consider testing schedules
and holidays when choosing your
date.

2. Enlist support

a. DROPS teachers have all agreed that
enlisting the support of ASB
(Associated Student Body) or a similar
student government group has been
instrumental in their success, given
that most teachers have never been
responsible for booking and
coordinating an assembly before.
Student government leaders and
faculty can help assist you with
everything from booking a date for
your assembly to making signs that
promote the event.

b. Further, if no one from your environmental club or committee (if you have
one) wishes to host the assembly, consider having your students identify
two extroverted students from student government and invite them to host.




3. Design your assembly program
a. Components of previous DROPS assemblies, as well as a sample Run of
Show, are included in the following section (Il. ASSEMBLY).

i.  Beginning 6 months prior to your approved assembly date, start to

outline, source, and craft the components of your assembly.
b. Club organization + accountability

i. Itis important to identify requisite assembly planning tasks and to
delegate them early on in your planning process. In the experience
of the DROPS teams (as with many extracurricular clubs), there
tends to be a high turnout of participating students early in the year
following Club Rush or another recruiting event. Yet as the year
progresses, and academic, athletic, and other responsibilities pile
on, many of the original students tend to become less involved.

ii.  In order to combat this effect, one suggestion is to create a clear
timeline for responsibilities laid out on poster paper as a visual aid
for the club members. You may even want to require students to
sign a fApledgeo to their commitment
the end (perhaps on a section of the poster paper). Social
psychology shows that humans are more likely to do the things they
said they will do when they have declared it publicly! Further, the
pl edge i sndt | usitt 6asb cau tmeocabntsiexgia ttiho nwh i
and inspire students about the significance of this project, and the
message that they will be sharing with their peers.

iii.  An additional layer of delegation in your club might include
organizing students into committees. Example focus areas: (a)
Recruitment; (b) Script writing; (c) Acting / directing / hosting; (d) Art
and Posters; (e) Technology

iv.  In order to stay on top of tasks with your club members, it is useful
to employ a mode of communication that students are familiar with
and may likely be using already. Apps that have been successful in
our experience are Remind and Google Classroom.

4. Dress rehearsal(s)
a. Schedule a dress rehearsal to take place at least 48 hours in advance of
the assembly. Two rehearsals are recommended, if possible:
- Rehearsal #1: Talk through the program with representatives of
every group that will participate to familiarize them with the purpose
and format of the upcoming assembly.




- Rehearsal #2: Run through a condensed version of the program
with representatives of each group that will participate in the
assembly.

b. If two rehearsals are not doable, prioritize Rehearsal #2, as described
above.

5. Communications plan
Student-Led Efforts
There are different ways students can share their experiences before, during,
and after a DROPS assembly.

1. Student Newspaper Coverage: A school
place to chronicle the academic and extracurricular activities of the
student body. Placing an article or photos in the next issue of your
school 6s student newspaperhaids one ea
work remembered by others. Here are some easy steps:

a. Contact your school journalism class (specifically, the adult
advisor and the student editor-in-chief).

b. Ask for a student journalist to be assigned to write an article
covering the assembly. Ask for a student photographer to be
assigned to take photos of the assembly.

c. Determine three different students who are willing to be
interviewed/quoted for the article and share their contact info
with the student journalist writing your article.

d. Follow up with the journalism advisor, student editor, and/or
student writer about when the article will be published.

2. Yearbook Feature: The school yearbook is another great place to
be featured. Here are some tips to ensure your assembly is
included:

a. Contact your school yearbook class (specifically, the adult
yearbook advisor and/or student president). Obtain contact
information and ask them about how to be featured in the
yearbook.

b. Make sure you have photos. Ask a student photographer to
be assigned to take photos of the assembly OR assign a
student leader involved in the assembly to take photos and
then share these photos with the yearbook class.

3. DROPS Website: One or more students can write a first-person
account of the day of the assembly and post it to the DROPS
website. Some simple tips on how to write a first-person account.



a. Choose to write about one or two days only. For example,
write about the dress rehearsal and the day of the assembly.
Or, only write about the day of the assembly.

b. For each of the 15 minute increments throughout the day,
write a few sentences (1-5) about your activities from that
hour.

1. The cost will be based on the physical boundaries of your
school campus, which you will define manually during the
registration process. Your costs should be no more than <
$100, and will be reimbursed
by the DROPS grant.

1. To gain a comprehensive overview of the science and
impacts of climate change, it is suggested to show the first
two video segments, which total 8 minutes.
b. Student-generated video
i.  Your student leaders may be enlisted ahead of the assembly to
create an explainer video about the DROPS program (or other on-
campus environmental initiatives) and its relevance to the health
and strength of your campus, community, and region. Give your
students ample time to write, produce, direct, and shoot these
videos; 6 months is suggested. Hiring a local professional
videographer is highly recommended as well. Prioritize choosing
someone who understands the importance of, and agrees to put
students in the fAdriverds seato.
1. Student-generated videos have been one of the most
popular features at each of our previous assemblies --
soliciting cheers, laughs, and support for the presenting
student club. They validate the concept that student-created
content engages and communicates key information in a
language that other students understand. Because the
videos feature familiar faces, they influence the audience of

student s to identify and adopt the a
saliently (i.e. to take action on climate change).

3. Trivia + Prizes
a. Including a trivia section in the assembly is a great opportunity for learning
and engagement

i. Have 3-4 students from another club, such as a service-oriented
organization like Key Club or Friday Night Live, create 5-10
guestions (time permitting) based on the facts and ideas discussed
in the climate change and DROPS videos.

ii.  Putthese questions into a PowerPoint presentation to display on a
projection screen during the assembly.

iii.  Secure 2 wireless microphones (if possible) and designate two of

As the hosts at
the podium ask each question, the volunteers with microphones will
trade off randomly selecting students from the audience with their
hands raised to answer the question.

iv.  Option: It is possible to run the trivia game with the popular quiz
platform, Kahoot, instead of using a PowerPoint. That said, here
are a few very important pointers for running the game:

1. Designate a teacher (or yourself) to be in charge of entering
the questions ahead of time, testing the platform, and
running the game during the assembly.

2. Have your student hosts choose ~8 students to participate
from the audience on the spot during the assembly. You
might choose 2 students from each grade level if you have
the ability to differentiate in the crowd.

3. Instruct these students that they are only allowed to play if
they enter their first and last name as usernames on the
platform.

4. HIDE THE LOG-IN CODE from anyone else except the
students who are playing the game. If you show the code for
even half a second to the audience, you run the risk of
having random students log in with obscene usernames.

v. Obtain additional swag to give away to students who have
answered questions correctly (as mentioned above in 1. e.) or won
the Kahoot game.

b. Random giveaways (as mentioned above in 1. e. iii. 1.)

i.  Have the MCs identify 1-2 moments during the assembly during
which they will ask the crowd to post on social media and/or follow
your student c¢clubds soci al medi a acc

1. For example, ask students to follow your account + post a
photo of the next activity (i.e. Drill Team performance) -- and
explain that random winners will be picked after that activity

ii. Have the assembly hosts review Instagram / Twitter / Snapchat
after the activity (choose one social platform to make it easy) and
announce winners.

iii.  Invite winners to come up to the podium to collect their swag, or
alternatively, have them come by at the end of the assembly.

iv. Idea: In addition to school swag, include other sustainability-themed
prizes that have value for students, such as bus passes.
